▪ GY Guest Experience – Students who greet youth and help to connect and register guests.
▪ GY Set Up and Tear Down – Helps on Tuesday evening or Wednesday night to set up and take 

down UNITED events.
▪ Prayer Team – Commits to pray regularly for our GraceYouth ministry, families and 

volunteers.
• Marriage Mentors - Spiritually mature couples intentionally investing in other couples to help 

them navigate the journey of marriage.
